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Cover Photo – Darshan of Lord Jagannâth remains closed after Snân-yâtrâ (bathing ceremony). The devotees get Their Lordships’ darshan directly during the Rath-yâtrâ. When Sriman-Mahâprabhu did not get Sri Jagannâthji’s darshan, he was so full of viraha that He went to Âlâlnâth, to take darshan of the Lord since Lord Âlâlnâth is non-different from Lord Jagannâth. When He reached there, He threw Himself down on the rock in front of the gate of Âlâlnâth. His body was burning so much in separation that the rock melted wherever His body touched it. We can see the pits in the rock, namely, at the head, hands, knees, feet etc. Later on, the priests removed the rock and placed it in a special place. The devotees worship it daily by filling the pits with milk and flowers. In the background, we also see the six-handed form of Sriman-Mahaprabhu that he displayed to Sârvabhouma Bhattâchârya, whose house is close to the Âlâlnâth Mandir.

O – That; manimanjeera – gem-studded anklets; charu-taralito – finely shaped; madhura madhura -  very sweetly; sunâditang -  sound; Atula -  incomparable; râtula – rosy; jugala padatala – soles of the two feet; amala-kamala-surâjitam – reigning supreme like pure lotus; Tejiyâ –discarding; amara-abani – the sky; himkara - - moon; nitâi pada-nakha-shobhitang – has taken shelter of the beautiful toe-nails of Lord Nityânanda; Jayati jaya – all glory;  basu jâhnabâ-priyo – Beloved of Mother Vasudhâ and Jâhnabâ; dehi  - please give; me  - me; swa-padântikam – Your lotus feet.6.

Meaning – “How sweetly Your gem-studded anklets chime on Your beautiful feet! The soles of Your feet are so indescribably rosy and they reign supreme (spread fragrance all around) like pure lotus! The moon discards the heavens and takes shelter (thus the moon beautifies himself) of Your lotus feet. O Beloved of Mother Vasudhâ and Jâhnabâ, all glory unto You! Please grant me shelter at Your lotus feet”. 6.

My dear devotees,
Râdhe Râdhe.
Almost one and half month ago, we celebrated ‘dhoolot’ or the ‘dust-feast’ on Mâ Jâhnavâ’s appearance Day. What is so special about the dust of Sri Vrajadhâm? Why does everyone consider the earth of Vraja as divine? Well one reason is that she displays the nineteen symbols under Sri Krishna’s feet proudly on her bosom. Wherever Sri Krishna sports, the earth there holds on to His footprints along with their nineteen symbols. Vraja-bhumi (the earth of Vraja) never lets go of these footprints. This is evident from the fact that when Sri Krishna had sent Sri Uddhav from Mathura to Vraja, in order to console the Vrajavâsis, Sri Uddhav came to Nanda Maharaj’s house and on seeing their pangs of separation and heart-rending tales of sorrow; he consoled him by saying – “O King! You are always sitting at home and thinking about Krishna. So You are feeling sad. If You step out and see the beauty of the woods, mountains, rivers, etc. You will feel better”. On hearing this, Sri Nanda Maharaj replied-

“O Uddhav! I have tried that also. However, as long as I am in Vrindâvan, there is no way I can forget Kanhaiyâ. Every part of Vraja, be it Yamuna, Mânas-gangâ or Govardhan, is decorated with the footprints of my Krishna. Dear Uddhav! There is no place in Vrindâvan where my Krishna has not performed His pastimes. Wherever I go, I see His extraordinary footprints. Then the fire in my heart is rekindled a hundred times more”. 

- [S.B. 10.46.22]

It is evident from King Nanda’s words that Vrajabhumi always holds Sri Krishna’s footprints close to her heart. It is in this manner that Vrindâvan spreads the glory of Earth everywhere right up to Vaikuntha. Hence, we see in Venu-geet –

“Dear sakhi! Sri Vrindâvan is spreading the glory of Earth in the entire universe. This is because Sri Krishna’s beautiful footprints are seen everywhere in Vrindâvan”.

- [Vrajadevis in S.B.10.21.10]

But Sri Vrindâvan is divine. He is not connected with Earth at all. He is Vibhu (almighty). He is present everywhere – above in Golok and as well on Earth. So You may ask why should Earth consider herself fortunate if Sri Krishna’s footprints are present in Sri Vrindâvan? You are right. But Earth feels glorified because Vrindâvan has taken mercy on her and is residing on her bosom. 

The beautiful footprints of Sri Krishna with their nineteen symbols are not present anywhere else in the universe, be it Heaven or even in Vaikuntha. It is very rare to come across some earth that has been in contact with Sri Krishna’s holy feet.

We find in Srimad-Bhâgavatam, “The Yogis who have attained total self-control and have performed austerities for many lifetimes are not able to attain even a speck of the dust of the Lord’s lotus feet. But the Vrajavâsis are so fortunate that Swayam Bhagavân Sri Krishna is present right in front of their eyes. How can I express their good fortune?” 
· [S. B. 10.12.12]

To reside in Sri Vrajadhâm and perform Bhajan following in the footsteps of the Vrajavâsis should be the highest goal for any devotee. All glory to the devotees who are following Sriman-Mahâprabhu’s instructions and they have accepted the position of Srimati Râdhârâni’s maidservant (the topmost status in the spiritual world)! This Bhajan in Manjari-swarup becomes more intense and perfect when we reside in Sri Vrajadhâm. Therefore, we should strive for the same.

Child Nimâi imparts the supreme philosophy
Shachi Mâtâ was assured that her Nimâi had become a good boy now that they had performed the fire-sacrifice and propitiated all the Devatâs. She took Him for a bath in the Gangâ. As she walked, Gourânga ran in front of her and went right where people dumped garbage. Mother Shachi could not bear it. She shouted at him – “Nimâi, come here immediately”. But who wanted to pay any heed to her? Gourachandra cared the least for her commands. He continued to play pranks all the while.

Dekhiyâ janâni debi kore hây hay

Adhik chanchal putra hoilo âmây

Swastayaner dharma âro hoilo bistâr

“When Mother saw the waywardness of her child she lamented - the fire-sacrifice and the pujâs have made my son all the naughtier.”

Shachi Mâtâ forbade Him to touch anything that was impure. However, the Lord explained, 

Ki shuchi ashuchi kiba dharmârdharma Tattva
Nâ bujhi bichâr kichhu moroye jagat

Khiti jol bâyu agni âkâsh âkâr

Jagate jatek ihâ boi nâhi âr.

Shri-krishna-charan boi nâhi anya dharma,

Tâ binu sakal michha kohilo ei mormo

“Dear mother, what is pure and what is impure? Nobody understands what is right and what is wrong. People spend all their life trying to ascertain the Truth yet they cannot arrive at the right conclusion. Everything in the universe is made of ether, water, air, fire and sky. They only differ in their shapes. And there is no right path other than to surrender at Sri Krishna’s lotus feet.  Everything else is false. I tell you, this is the philosophy in a nutshell.”

Shachi Mâtâ was immensely surprised. She told Jagannâth Mishra “bâlak caritra kichhu shuno mahâshay, sarba jagnamoy ei tomâr tanay” – “Sir, there was no need to perform any fire-sacrifice for your son, because He is the source of all yagnas.” 

Nimâi and the puppy

What Lochan dâs describes next is remarkable. One day as Nimâi was playing with His friends, all of a sudden there arrived three or four puppies. The boys were overjoyed. Gourhari chose one them and picked him up on his lap. This annoyed the other children. They puffed their cheeks and said, “shuni shuno bishwambhar, kutsit chârile, bhâlo tumi nile, nâ khelibo jâbo ghar” -    listen Vishwambhar, you picked the best of them and left the ugly ones for us. We shall not play with you any more, we shall return home.” But the compassionate Lord assured them, “ei chânâ sobâkâr, sobei miliyâ khelo ihâ loiyâ, thâkibe ghore âmâr” – do not worry, this puppy belongs to all of us. We shall all play with him. But he will stay in my house.
Nimâi took the puppy home and tied it to a chair. Shachi Mâtâ had gone to the Gangâ for bathing when all this happened. Vishwambhar was most happy to find his mother gone and the house empty. He called all the neighboring kids and they gathered around the puppy. They cuddled it and kissed it. The puppy was ecstatic when Lord Gouranga touched it. It rolled in the dust and the Lord too rolled after it.  The children were covered with dust from head to toe. You would hardly recognize them! Then two boys started fighting over the pup. Each wanted to hold it. They started a tug-of-war holding the poor puppy in between. How could compassionate Nimâi bear to see His devotee suffer? He spoke up -  
“niti niti âsi koloho koris, kemon swabhâb tor?
Heno bujhi tor charit âchâr, shwaner shâbak chor.”
“You fight every time you come here, what sort of a boy are you? (He told one of them) I think you want to steal my puppy.”
Now this landed Him in trouble, for that boy immediately ran to Mother Shachi and complained – 

Shuno shuno âre tor bishwambhare

Shwâner shâbak loiyâ
Khone kole kore khone gole dhore

Âpone dekhonâ âsiyâ
“Listen O Mâtâji, your darling Vishwambhar has brought a puppy home. He sometimes takes it in His lap and sometimes embraces it. If you don’t believe me, go and see for yourself.”

Shachi Mâtâ was appalled when she heard this. She hurried back from the Gangâ as soon as she could. When she entered the house, she was shocked to see “shwâner shâbake bishwambhar kole kore” – Vishwambhar, the apple of her eyes, holding a puppy in his arms. She slapped her head and screamed, “nâ jâni ki tor leelâ, sakal thâkite ati bipartite kukkur chha loiyâ khelâ” – Nimâi, I really cannot understand your leelâs; you have all sorts of toys, why can’t you play with them? Must you play with a baby dog, of all the things?” She continued with – 
Janak tohâri ati dharmachâri

Tâhâr tanay tumi,

Ki bolobe loke shwâner shâbake

Khelâo ki sukh mâni

“Your father is so righteous and you, being his son engage in such dirty games! What will the people say when they come to know that you are playing with a puppy?”

“Oh Nimâi, you have put a spear through my heart! (e shel hridoye mor). And look at you! How you have covered your beautiful body with dirt! You have completely spoilt your moon-like face and sweet body that dazzles like lightning! (koto chând jinni tor mukh khâni, ki thir bijuri anga). You are always playing with bad boys.” Shachi Devi was red in anger and bit her lips. Then she pointed a finger at Him and ordered – 

Nija ghore jâo

 kukkur châ lao

mâ bâpere deho dâli

“Take the puppy and return it to its parents.” Then as she gazed at His lovely face and He looked so miserable that she was overcome with love. Her voice softened and she spoke lovingly to Him, “Come here my darling, come into my lap. Here, let me kiss you. Leave that puppy and go bathe in the Ganga. Are you not hungry? It is already 2 O’clock. How you make me suffer! Tie up that puppy, alright? Play with it in the evening. Now go to the Ganga, bathe and eat something.”

Little Vishwambhar laughed. Aha! Mother had relented at last! He put His soft arms around Mother Shachi and said, “Yes, mother, I shall go to bathe.” Mother brushed the dust from His body with utmost love and massaged Him with fragrant oil. The Lord went to the river with all His friends and started sporting in the water. The boys pealed with laughter while little Nimâi showed them all sorts of tricks He could perform in the water.
Here, at home, what did Mother Shachi do? As soon as Nimâi left the home, she immediately untied the puppy and left him outside the house. A little distance away it spotted its mother and went away with her.  A naughty boy saw this. He went running to the banks of the Gangâ and shouted, “shuno Bishwambhar, janani tor, kukkur châ edi dile”-  Hear O Vishwambhar! Your mother has left the puppy. 
It appeared as if the sky had fallen on little Nimâi. He ran helter-skelter towards His home.

Part 4
The Grand Bath (Saturday, 30th June ‘07)
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Nearly all of us are familiar with Lord Jagannâth’s  Ratha Yâtrâ. However we do not know much about His Grand Bathing ceremony or ‘Snân-Yâtrâ’ – the more popular name for this sweet ritual. This is ht  Annual Bathing Day for Their Lordships – Sri Jagannâth Dev, Sri Balarâm and Devi Subhadrâ.
On this occasion the  whole city of Puri gains a different look. Pitchers of water are poured on the Deities.  The water runs down Their divine bodies and floods the entire place, yet the bath does not stop. Naturally, They fall sick after this grand endeavor. My dear devotees, of course you have the right to ask “How come Almighty God falls ill?” Well, this ‘getting fever’ is also a leelâ of Sri Krishna to glorify our dear Ishwari. 
When Sri Krishna heard that the Vrajavâsis were defaming Srimati Râdhârâni by calling Her ‘unchaste’ He felt very sad. He returned home and lay down. He got a fever. Mother Yashodâ touched Him and realized that Her son’s body was burning with fever. She immediately sent for Nanda Mahârâj. He called one doctor after another, yet the fever refused to come down. Ultimately the doctors called a conference. They decided that Nanda Mahârâj should send for some big doctor from outside Vraja. Sri Krishna snatched this opportunity. He disguised Himself as an old doctor. He told Mother Yashodâ, “Mâtâji, this is not a common fever. If some pious and chaste woman can bring water from the Yamunâ in a vessel having a hundred holes, before sunrise with her eyes closed, and bathes your son with it, then this fever will disappear.”

Mother Yashodâ and Nanda Mahârâj announced the news to the Vrajavâsis. However, the women who had been talking the most against our dear Swâmini failed to fulfill the task. At last, Srimati Râdhârâni  discarded all fear and shame. She stepped forward for the sake of the Beloved of Her heart and with a heart full of the most brilliant and pure prem, She brought water from the Yamunâ in a vessel with a hundred holes. She bathed Sri Krishna with this water. After the Snân (bath) people were most astonished to see that the fever had indeed disappeared. The Vrajavâsis (especially Jatilâ and Kutilâ) were forced to accept that Srimati Râdhârâni was the chastest of them all. Otherwise how come Sri Krishna recovered from the illness? Srimati’s prem is present in the Gold Well of Sri Jagannâth Mandir in the form of water. 
During Snân-yâtrâ the Deities move from the altar to the bathing-altar. This movement is called ‘pâhandi’. The sevaks fan Jagannâth, Balabhadra and Subhadrâ with fly-whisk and palm leaf fans during pâhandi. Their bodies are covered with beautiful silk cloth. 
Jagannâth Dev had ordered King Indradyumna that no one should take His darshan for fifteen days after the Snân-yâtrâ. Therefore the Mandir remains closed for these fifteen days. We call this time period as ‘anasar-kâl’. From Snân-purnimâ to Ubhâ-Amâvasyâ (this year 30th June to 14th july). He spends this fortnight in one room called ‘nirodhan griha’  which is right beside the sanctum sanctorum of the Jagannâth Mandir.

What does Lord Jagannâth do in the Nirodhan Griha for full fifteen days? The priests explain to the devotees who are  eager for darshan, that the Lord is ill due to ‘too much bath’. Now we are feeding Him some medicine-bhog. Of course, the devotees get the ‘medicine-prasâdam’ as well. So we have nothing to worry.  What does this ‘medicine-bhog’ comprise? It is nothing but an Ayurvedic tonic. The private physician of the royal family prepares a special nutritious ‘sweet’. Then he makes a sherbet of cream and sugar candy. A glass of green-coconut water mixed with a dash of camphor is also offered. Then the Lord accepts a medicinal dish called ‘sâbu’ – sago in milk, with bay leaves and cardamom. The priests very carefully prepare another medicine called ‘bakkâl’.  They judiciously grind neem leaves, haritaki, nutmeg (jâiphal), kâlmegh (a very bitter leaf), ginger, honey, cinnamon, black pepper, siddhi leaves and camphor. They then dissolve it in pure cow milk and Gangâ water. The Lord takes this along with green-coconut water. There are some three or four families of doctors who serve Lord Jagannâth during this time. They are indeed blessed. They treat the Lord of the universe Whose very Name cures us off all material diseases!
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On Snân-Yâtrâ the Bhog comprises of many items. Only on this day the devotees can behold the Bhog offering since it takes place in front of the public. Let us learn the names and process of preparing some of these dishes.

· Suvâs-pakhâl – Boil rice. Drain the water. Wash it in cold water. Before you do this, you should soak some roses, mallikâ, bel  and jasmine in water fro two hours. Sieve this water through a clesn cloth and mix this water with the rice. Add salt to taste. Offer Lord Jagannâth with a soup of raw plantain, brinjal, potol, ghee and the simple spices.
· Pita – It is a slightly bitter bhog. Cube plantain flower, plantain stem, egg-plant, potato, sweet potato, sweet gourd. Add shredded coconut to the vegetables. Roast fenugreek, cumin, black pepper and coriander and powder them. Boil all the ingredients together. Add a seasoning of cumin in ghee.
· Tipuri – Take the bark of Garud-govinda tree (you’ll get this only in Puri). Dry it in the sun. Powder and sive it. Then mix it with water and powder rice. Make a batter as thick as cake batter.  Heat ghee in a pan. Pour one spoon of batter at a time and fry it. Then dip in thick sugar syrup.
· Shâk – (leafy vegetable) – Lord jgannâth’s Bhog is never complete without leafy vegetable. It is a compulsory Bhog and Laxmi devi is supposed to prepare it herself. The Oriyâs call it ‘neutiyâ’. Boil ht eleaves with salt and ghee. Then heat ghee in a pan. Add cumin and asafetida to it. Put the boiled leafy vegetable in it and mix nicely.

In this manner many more transcendental bhog items are offered to Lord Jagannâth on Snân-Yâtra. We name a few of them – phuri-shuktâ, kokhâru-santora, green beans khichri, cream sweet, rice and jaggery roti, blach bean-ladoo, condensed milk laddoo, cream-petals etc.
After the Grand Bath the Deities are dressed in Ganesh Vesh. 
What does Lord Jagannâth do all the while, locked up in the Nirodhan Griha for one whole fortnight ? Does He not get bored without His devotees? Well, plenty happens during these fifteen days in the Nirodhan Griha, which is a ‘secret’. But we would like to divulge this ‘secret’ to you, since you are our beloved readers……….in the next issue of Guidance-in-Love.
